1. Name of the Award
The "Hooker Award" for Agricultural Research leading to increase in food production.

2. Donor of the Award
Late Mr. & Mrs. Richard Hooker of Longmeadow, Massachusetts, U.S.A.

3. Nature of the Award
The award will carry a sum of Rs. 15,000 and a Certificate for the outstanding research in
agricultural science including animal husbandry and fisheries.

4. Objective of the Award
To create incentive for research workers in India for the purpose of improving food production
in India.

The award shall be made for either fundamental or applied research including inventions,
discoveries, etc. leading to results of practical value in the field of agricultural production.

5. Periodicity of the Award
The award shall be made once in two years.

6. Administration of the Award
The 1ARI shall retain the right to designate the general fields of endeavor in which the award
shall be made.
